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Swedes abroad

= Around 700 000 Swedes are estimated as living abroad, majority
residing in Europe, followed by the United States. Swedes present in
around 170 countries in the world. Around 210 000 of them are
registered to vote 2026.

= 210 000 voting cards sent to Swedes abroad, material sent with voting
card.

= To receive the voting card abroad, the adress needs to be updated by

the individual to the Swedish Tax Agency, in charge of the Population
Registry.
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Voting from abroad

= Swedish foreign authorities organize vote reception abroad

— Possible 24 days before election day

— Votes sent to Sweden

— No registration needed, living abroad as well as travelers
= By mail (postal vote)

— 45 days before election day |
— Special material required i —
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Voting card and material for postal voting

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Statistics from the national election 2022

= 264 (290) places with vote reception, around 115 countries
= /2 places that only had postal voting material
= 41 139 votes received at foreign authorities’ vote reception

= 34 700 postal votes sent to us at the Election Authority and or directly
to the municipalities

= Counted on election night or the preliminary count on Wednesday after
election day
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Advantages in the Swedish process

= A combination of postal voting and voting at embassies and consulates is
advisable. Gives more opportunities.

= Everyone abroad can vote, both someone residing abroad and a
temporary traveler.

= Automatic enrollment (if you register each tenth year)
= Voter identification:

- Any person with an ID can verify a Swedish voter, does not need
to be a Swedish citizen.

- It is also possible to use an ID from the country in which one
resides, does not need to be a Swedish ID.
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Challenges in the Swedish process

= Postal delays

- Postal service not available in all of the world and carriers can be
expensive.

- We received late votes up until January 2023 for the elections of
September 2022.

= Many credentials to fill in on the envelope

Communication direct with voters

= Postal voting materials and an overseas
voting card are sent approximately 50
days before election day to Swedes living
abroad who have an address in the
population register.

= Letters to those who will be removed from\
the electoral roll before election day
(current election year) — sent last week.

= Those who have a Swedish digital
mailbox will also receive their overseas
voting card in that mailbox.
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
