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We, the students of the first grade of the Kazakstan State Academy of Management, 
perceived unpleasantly a new method of teaching Political Science used by our 
Lecturer Gulnara Akhmetova. Thus, one of the elements of this method was 
conducting an analytical review of different articles on political issues. We met a lot 
of difficulties doing this assignment because it needed not only perfect awareness of 
the material but the ability to formulate and express clearly our own thoughts. As a 
result of fulfilled work, a lot of students found in themselves special professional 
skills for journalists' work they never knew before about. 

Step by step, we, potential economists, started trying to write political essays, that 
demanded possessing knowledge of political terminology. Frankly speaking, we 
started getting to know this unknown area of science under compulsion but then it 
caused our great interest to public life. More over, we have succeeded in it: a lot of 
essays were presented on the Conference "Policy. Political Science. Student." And 
the best of them were even awarded. Students from Kazakstan State Juridical 
Institute, Kazakstan State Academy of Management, Institute of Market to Kazakstan 
State Academy of Management participated in this Conference. 

And we did not stop on achieved results. Now we are in the process of realizing an 
idea of issue our student newspaper. Besides this, we have organized a discussion 
club "Elite" for the students from different institutes to debate. In this club we have 
conducted meetings entitled "Face to face with a leader", an informative - analytical 
center is working. 

But the main event of the last year really was a political game, conducted by the 
students and our Lecturers. It was not simply game for game itself, but it was a 
serious intellectual game. Among the guests and members of our judges there were 
famous public figures such as: Vice-Premier of Kazakstan N. Shaikenov; Deputy 
Minister of Education G. Gamarnik; Deputy Chairman of the Central Election 
Commission K. Turgankulov; Director of the Institute of Market to Kazakstan State 
Academy of Management A Nurseitov and others. This game disproved an opinion 
that our youth are not interested in political processes. 

Four teams participated in this competition, they represented their own parties: 
Republican Party "Salamat" (Kazakstan State Academy of Management); 
Republican Party of Youth (Kazakstan State Juridical Institute); 
Party of Economical Freedom of Kazakstan (Institute of Market to the Academy of 
Management); 
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Youth Party of Kazakstan (Academy of Management). 

We want to mark that among the parties formed, two of them were youth parties. By 
this phenomenon students wanted to emphasize how the unfairness of the fact that in 
our republic there is a lack of public or political organizations which should 
constantly express the interests and concerns of the young people. In this plan, the 
example of Russia is very critical because now they pay more attention to youth. 
Thus, Eltsin's team providing his support during election, and having understood the 
importance of youth participation in the election, emphasized that his activity is 
directed to arranging the problems of the young generation. 

We think the fact that none of the parties adopted for stage was nationalist, 
chavvanist or extremist deserves particular attention. For example, the party 
"Salamat" was established as democratic party oriented to observe interests and 
concerns of all the sections of the population, and the party of economic cooperation 
held the opinion that "there is no economy without policy". In general, all the parties 
came out in favor oflegislative state, democracy, freedom of speech, stability, 
political pluralism in our republic. During the game we have come to know the 
ground of election campaign, started to think before voting, and now we understand 
that we should not be passive observers when it concerns a fate of the state, it means 
our own fate. 

We are thankful to Gulnara Akhmetova who was the organizer ofthe first political 
game in Kazakstan for conducting "Days of political science", and for the possibility 
to participate in this game and meet face to face with significant political officials of 
Kazakstan. 

We would like this process, that fills in the political vacuum in political education of 
the young people, to be widened in our everyday life. 
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
