The May 1998 Municipal and 
Parliamentary Elections 

Q: When is election day? 
A: Elections will be held on Sunday, 31 May 1998. 

Q: What elections are being held? 
A: Elections are being conducted for representatives to 
the Republican Assembly and for councilors to 
municipal assemblies throughout the country, When 
you go to the polling site, you will be given two ballots, 
one blue for the municipal election and one white for 
the parliamentary eJection. 

Q: How will my councilors and representatives be 
selected? 
A: For each election, voters will be asked to vote for a 
slate of candidates from among the electoral lists 
forwarded by political parties, coalitions, and citizen's 
groups. An electoral list must gamer at least 3% of the 
vote in your municipal constituency for election of 
councilors or in the national constituency for election 
of representatives in order to win representation. Seats 
in municipal assemblies and in the Republic Assembly 
will be allocated according to the principle of 
proportional representation. 

Q: Am I eligible to vote? 
A: If you are a citizen of the Republic of Montenegro 
or the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, have resided in 
the Republic of Montenegro at least one year prior to 
election day, have a business capacity, and are at least 
18 years of age as of election day, and your name 
appears on the Register of Electors, you are eligible to 
vote. 

Q: How can I find out whether (or nol) my name is 
included in the Register of Electors? 
A: If you have recently moved, gotten married, or if 
any of your children will be 18 years old as of election 

day, you need to check the Register of Electors to 
ensure all eligible voters in your household are entered. 
Even if you are certain that you are registered, it is a 
good idea to confirm that your name does appear in the 
Register of Electors and that all information is up to 
date. Otherwise, you will not be permitted to vote on 
election day. You can check the Register of Electors 
by calling 9891 or 9892 or by visiting your municipal 
authority by 10 May 1998. The Register of Electors 
will be closed to modifications after May loth. If you 
have missed this deadline, it is still possible to be 
included in the Register of Electors or to have your 
entry updated, but this can only be done as the result of 
an order of the Supreme Court and only until 25 May 
1998. 

Q: What are my voting rights? 
A: Citizen's of the Republic of Montenegro who are 
eligible to vote elect representatives and councilors on 
the basis of free, universal, equal, and direct suffrage 
and by secret ballot. It is against the law for you to be 
coerced or bribed for your vote. You also can't be 
forced to disclose whether or not you voted, or for 
whom you voted. You do need to vote in person and in 
secrecy as provided for by ballot booths, screens or the 
specially designated areas in the polling site. 

Q: I've heard thallhe number of polling sites has been 
increased. How will I know where to go on Eleclion 
Da)'? 
A: Polling sites will be established at least 15 days 
prior to election day. Vour Municipal Election 
Commission will announce the polling sites that have 
been set up in your area and to which polling site you 
have been assigned. Vou will be sent a notice at least 
five days prior to election day that contains information 
on the date and time of polling, the number and address 
of your polling site, and the ordinal number under 
which you are entered in the Register of Electors. 

Q: Whal are the hours of polling? 
A: Polling sites will be open from 7:00 through 20:00. 

Q: My parents are quite elderly. What if they can't get 
to Ihe polling station on election day? 
A: If a member of your family, or you yourself, are too 
elderly, ill, or weak to go to the polling station or are 
otherwise restricted due to a disability or treatment in a 
medical facility or at home, you have the right to vote 

by post. In order to vote by post, you must submit a 
written request [0 your Polling Board not later than 
12:00 noon on election day. This written request must 
include proof that it is impossible for you to come to 
the polling site. On the basis of this request the Polling 
Board will send two of its members to your home with 
a copy of the general electoral list, verified ballots for 
each of the two elections, and envelopes in which to 
place the ballots once they have been marked. 

Q: What if I need assistance? 
A: The law provides for those needing assistance to 
mark their ballots, specifically those who are blind, 
disabled, or illiterate. In such instances, you can bring 
another person to mark the ballots as per your 
instructions. Or if you are providing assistance to 
another, you will need to mark the ballots as per their 
instructions. The Polling Board will make a notation 
in its records that assistance was provided in the voting 
procedure. 

Q: What ifmy voting rights have been violated? 
A: As a voter. you are entitled to lodge a complaint 
about any infringement of your voting rights during the 
election campaign or on election day. Complaints can 
be lodged with election administrative bodies, 
competent courts of the Republic of Montenegro, or the 
Constitutional Court of the Republic of Montenegro. 
Complaints must be filed within 72 hours of the 
violation and must be properly documented. 

Q: What if the courtfinds in myfavor? 
A: A graduated system of penalties exists to deal with 
violations of the law and infringement of voters' rights. 
These penalties include fines and imprisonment. 

Q: Are there any special measures being underlaken to 
safeguard against election fraud? 
A: Ves, several precautions are being employed to 
ensure the impartiality of election officials, the integrity 
of your vote, and the legitimacy of the election process. 
First of all, election commissions and polling boards 
will be formed on a multi-party basis. Multi­
partisanship is an effective means of controlling for 
political bias within election administrative bodies. 



There will also be observers representing public 
associations registered in Montenegro, international 

organizations, and foreign countries who will monitor 
the election campaign, balloting process, and counting 
and reporting of results. Their presence is 
important as a deterrent to fraud and as a means of 
identifying any infractions should they occur. 

Voters will playa part too. As a voter, you will be 
required present identification with photo which proves 
your identity. This precludes the possibility of 
someone else voting in your name. You will also need 
to sign the extract of the Register of Electors upon 
receiving a ballot. Your signature serves as a 
confirmation that you were issued a ballot but in no 
way compromises the secrecy of your vote. A special 
ink will also be sprayed on the right index finger of 
each person who has cast a ballot to prevent any 
possibility of multiple voting. This ink is invisible to 
the 
eye and is non·toxic. The combination of these 
measures serves to ensure that the outcome of the 
elections accurately reflects the will of the Montenegrin 
people. 

Q: When wU/ eieclion resuils be known? 
A: Preliminary results for election of councilors within 
your municipality will be established within 24 hours 
of the closing of the polls at the latest. Preliminary 
results for the election of representatives in the national 
constituency will be established within 36 hours of the 
closing of the polls at the latest. Final results for either 
election will not be determined until 108 hours after the 
closing of the polls. This timetable allows all election 
day complaints to be heard and adjudicated upon before 
final results are announced. The final results for 
elections to your municipal assembly will be published 
in the "Official Gazette of the Republic of Montenegro 
- Municipal Ordinances' 
and for elections to the Republic Assembly in the 
"Official Gazette of the Republic of Montenegro' 
within 15 days of the election.
