STEP 3. Where two or more candidates for the same office are to be elected, repeat Steps 1 and 2 
for all candidates for that office for whom you want to vote, not to exceed, however, the 
number of candidates to be elected. 

STEP 4. To vote for a qualified write-in candidate, write the name of the office and the person's name 
on the lines provided on the ballot card. 

STEP 5. To vote on any measure, note the position number which is shown at the right of the word 
"YES" or the right of the word "NO" and follow the procedure described in Step 2. 

STEP 6. Fold the ballot card at the perforation (as demonstrated at the polls), with the stub showing, 
and return it to the precinct board member. 

All distinguishing marks or erasures are forbidden and make the ballot void .. 

If you wrongly punch, tear or deface the ballot card, return the ballot to the precinct board member and 
obtain another.
